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Remove 18 in. x 18 in. flashing on cap

by removing 4 screws. Connect the ter-
mination cap to the LINK-ZC-ADPB with
the 4 screws previously removed. Con-
nect the LINK-ZC-ADPB to Class A Pipe
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with the self tapping screws provided.
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NOTE:

proper size.

When installing the LINK or LINKSQ on a
chimney that is smaller than 12 in. x 12 in. it is rec-
ommended to remove the flashing plate and reinstall
the flashing plate after it has been cut and bent to the
The smallest chimney that the flashing
plate can be cut and bent to fit is a 9 in. x 9 in. square.

NOTE: Use 3 of the self tapping screws for each collar
to attach flex liner.

To help eliminate cold air drafts, it may be necessary to
place non-combustible insulation around the flues as they
go through the damper.
